Humane Society of Logan County Adoption Guidelines 
Please give careful consideration to adopting a pet.  Animals are not short term commitments. 
Make sure your lifestyle allows the time, patience, and expense these animals will need over the 
next ten years or so.  Animals for adoption are placed with adopter with full consideration given to 
the specific needs of each animal.  Please initial by each guideline once read and discussed if 
needed. 

1. All cats and dogs will be sterilized 
before leaving the Humane Society of 
Logan County 

2. Persons living in rental properties must 
have written permission from their 
rental agent or property owner 

3. No adopted animals may undergo a 
surgical procedure that alters his or her 
physical appearance, except for a 
bonafide medical reason. Cosmetic 
surgery includes but is not limited to tail 
docking, and ear cropping. Declawing 
will be determined at the discretion of 
the adopter upon a consultation with 
their veterinarian.   

4. Adopted animals must be taken to a 
veterinarian within 15 days of adoption 
for a wellness check and then once a 
year for routine vaccinations for the 
lifetime of the animal.  In addition, the 
adopter must provide the animal with 
necessary veterinary care upon 
sickness, disease or injury. 

5. The animal must be maintained 
humanely and in accordance with all 
the laws and ordinances in force in the 
jurisdiction in which owner resides. The 
animals must wear proper identification 
at all times and if lost or stolen must be 
reported to the HSLC immediately 

6. The animals must be kept solely as a 
companion and must not be trained as 
an attack guard dog.  Domesticated 
cats are not to be used as a barn cat or 
mouser. Also no animal may be used 
for vivisection or any other 
experimental purpose at all. 

7. Animals must not be given away, sold 
or exchanged without the prior 
permission of authorized agents of 
HSLC. If for any reason an adopted 
animal cannot be kept by the adopter, 
it must be returned to the HSLC. 

8. HSLC reserves the right to investigate 
the living conditions of any animal 
adopted from it and may reclaim any 
such animal being kept in violation of 
the rules and requirements of this 
Adoption Agreement. 

 
 
I, _________________, the adopter, have read the eight (8) Adoption guidelines set forth above and 
understand each of them and agree to abide by them. 
 
The adopter acknowledges receiving this day from HSLC the animal described above. The adopter also 
acknowledges from this day forward that they assume full financial responsibility for the animal and will not 
expect reimbursement of the adoption fee or expenses incurred including veterinary services. 
 
The adopter acknowledges a full understanding of the rules and conditions of this contract following 
discussion of it with an agent of HSLC.   The adopter agrees to surrender to an agent of HSLC any animal 
adopted should the animal be maintained in violation of this adoption agreement.
